· Mix Ryanodex 250mg 1 vial with 5 ml of sterile water, shake until clear –couple nurses will mix medication
· Ryanodex 250mg (LOADING DOSE): 2.5 mg/kg IV q 10 mins. until systems subside and/or advise by MH hotline. May require up to maximum dose of 10mg/kg. 1 vial is needed for a 100kg patient.  (2 vials needed for 200kg pt.) See dosing chart on back MH Orange MH Crisis Protocol Sheet.
· Mannitol give 3 vials of 12.5 grams for total dose of 37.5 grams
· If no response after 10mg/kg, may consider alternate DX

· Request  Ice and Chilled IV Saline 
            1 .Cool pt. if temperature > 38.5 C
· Lavage Open Body Cavities with Cold Saline
· NG Lavage- Cold Saline
· Apply Ice
· Infuse Cold Saline
          2. Stop Cooling pt. if temperature < 38 C
· Labs to be drawn - See MH Lab Sheet for needed test tubes  
MH Order Set- mandatory and optional labs will come up
